This bursary includes accommodation in a shared facility, meals and all literary tuition. 

Please note that bursary recipients must take up the accommodation option to avail of the immersion experience in the Story House.

The bursary does not include any optional extras should they arise.
· Applicants must be resident in the Waterford City & County Council administrative area for a period of at least 3 years.

· Payment of the bursary will be made directly to the Story House on your behalf.

· Applicants must be 18 years or age or over on the opening day of the Story House.

· Please note late applications will not be considered.
